Incumbent Worker Training

Grant Announcement

2017 - 2018
The Upper Savannah Council of Governments Workforce Development Division is now accepting applications for Incumbent Worker Training (IWT) Grants. The IWT grant provides training needed in current businesses due to expansion, new technology, retooling, new services/product lines and new organizational structuring or as part of a layoff aversion strategy.  IWT may also fund training in new businesses if those jobs are ineligible for assistance through ReadySC. However, there will be a waiting period for 120 days for new or expanding businesses that displaced workers elsewhere in the United States.  

A total of $24,000 is available through the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA) for businesses in the counties of Abbeville, Edgefield, Greenwood, Laurens, McCormick, Newberry and Saluda. Businesses applying for funding must have at least one full-time employee (on the payroll a minimum of six months) and be current on all state tax obligations. Training Entities, City, County and State Governments are ineligible to apply.
Locally our Workforce Board has decided to:

· use the funds to help workers earn a credential or receive training that will yield a promotion and/or higher wages. This will benefit the employer by helping them with hard to fill positions.  The promotion will create a lower-level vacancy that we can help backfill.  

· disqualify employers who have received IWT funds for the past two years so that other employers can benefit from the funding.
· limit the maximum funding to $6000 maximum per business.
A business must provide a matching contribution to the project based on the size of the business.  Funding is limited to $6,000 per business. This amount includes match. 
Business must provide a matching contribution to the training project that shall not be less than:

10% of the cost, for employers with 49 employees or less;

25% of the cost, for employers with between 50 -100 employees; and

50% of the cost, for employers with more than 100 employees.  

Upper Savannah Council of Governments will contract with the selected business to write an agreement for the training.  Costs will be reimbursed after the business provides the training services specified in the contract and completes all required paperwork.  Reimbursable training expenses include instructor/trainers salaries, textbooks/manuals, and consumable materials/supplies. Periodic safety and/or refresher courses cannot be funded.
